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GENERAL DIRECTOR’S REPORT

First | would like to take the time to wish everyone a Happy New Year, | am looking forward for
the 2018 year knowing that the will have new challenges ahead of us, | am confident and
assure you our staff is professional and capable of dealing with matters and always have the
best interest of not only the community but that of the members. However unfortunately our
first challenge in the New Year are the following topics:

Drug related issue within our community:

Council has directed me to work with our community workers in order to address the drug
issue in our community. On January 11" 3 meeting was held with staff from the Health Center,
Police, some Directors, Kiwetin School, Social Services, Court Workers and others. The nature
of this session was to identify the severity of this issue within our community. Our main goal
was to get the information from the services that work with our members or who can provide
pertinent information that is of importance, and then identify target goals in combatting this
matter. The session was successful with a participation of 32 individuals, | will compile the
information and hold another session in order to make a plan of action, and this plan will be
presented to the community asking for their input along with any other pertinent information
that can help. Community involvement will be the crucial element needed in order for this to
succeed. We will be holding our next session in two weeks following this session a community
meeting will be schedule sometime in February. We cannot afford to turn a blind eye on this
issue, the drugs entering our community are getting more and more dangerous and our youths
are experimenting at a younger age. The community must come together for the sake of our
children and youth to find ways to combat this serious issue. Council has made this a priority
and will give its support in the outcome of the finding and the plan of action.
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For the remaining issues that are being address:

Meeting with Seniors:

The council meeting of January 15", a request from the Seniors to Council was to express their
concern in regards to the information circulating in the community in regards to the article of
a nurse employed with the ALTCC. The Seniors wanted Council to address the issue with the
ALTCC. Council listen to the Seniors present and informed them they will seek information on
their behalf and will be requesting a meeting with the Board of directors to see what steps
have been taken, Council also express they have always supported the ALTCC and recently was
able to get additional dollars towards upgrading the building, total dollars received is
$367,800.00 this amount will be put towards the roof, windows, flooring and washrooms.
They also express that we need to work with the board so that the residents are at ease and
not worried. Council expresses that a public meeting with council and the board should be
held so that members are informed.

Community report on C.H.N.T:

It is my intention to get the Directors from each department to give a report on the radio
station; | will be working with the manager of C.H.N.T Mr. Robert Millette in scheduling a time
frame, I'm hoping to have at least two Directors per month to give you information.
Community will be advised of the time and these reporting will be repeated in case some
listeners were unable to listen when aired. Hopefully we can start the week of January 21%.
